Program (CHIP)
CHIP is a state health insurance plan 
for Utah children who do not have 
other health insurance. Many children 
who qualify for CHIP come from working 
families.  Depending on your income 
and family size, your child may qualify, 
too.  For example, a family of four 
earning up to $62,400 per year may 
qualify (see chart below).

In addition, children must be:

     Under age 19
     U.S. citizens or legal residents
     Not covered by other health 
     insurance
